to grant permission for your request. The procedure at JPS requires parents/careers to
complete a ‘Leave within the school day’ requests form (attached). This is also found on the
home page of www.jumeirahprimary.weebly.com .

This form needs to be completed and signed by a member of the Senior Leadership Team at
least 24 hours ahead of the early collection. The form must be accompanied by the
appointment notification with the specialist. Doctors and Dentists who operate outside of
school hours do not qualify as a reason to leave school. An emergency by its very nature
will be the only exception to this rule.

Please note that children will not be sent down to reception until parents have arrived; this
is in order to avoid situations which have recently occurred in which children have become
upset whilst waiting for a parent at reception. This might mean you will need to plan an
extra few minutes into your schedule on these occasions.
